
SUBSIDISED COUNSELLING NOW AVAILABLE
In March 07, AdVIC launched its new subsidised counselling for families of homicide victims.   In December 2006, a group of professional counsellors successfully completed a series of dedicated workshops organised by AdVIC in facilitation skills for families of homicide victims. 

Following funding from the Commission for the Support of Victims of Crime and donations from family members and the general public, AdVIC is now in a position to subsidise a number of families who have been affected by homicide, and wish to avail of this specialised service.

This new service run by AdVIC (Advocates for Victims of Homicide) the charity regrouping people, who have been bereaved by homicide, 

Offers 10 counselling sessions at a maximum cost of €25(negotiable) per session for the bereaved person, AdVIC taking on the remaining cost. 

All counsellors have been specifically trained in homicide trauma.
